	Reaching Home priorities

	Projects funded by Reaching Home are required to address the program’s priorities. The below table is used to outline how the project’s budget is distributed among those priorities. Any submissions accepted from this Call for Proposals are subject to the appropriation of funds provided by HICC for the fiscal year in which the applicant has requested funding and is dependent on the maintenance of current and forecasted funding allocation levels for the program. In the event that the Government of Canada cancels the Community Entity (CE) Agreement with BNRC, or cancels the Reaching Home program, or reduces the level of funding for the Reaching Home program for any fiscal year in which payment is to be made under this agreement; or in the event that Canada reduces the overall level of funding for the programs of HICC for any fiscal year in which payment is to be made under this agreement, the BNRC may terminate the Call for Proposals, the recommendation of submissions or reduce the amount of the contribution payable from this Call for Proposals in that fiscal year by such amount that it deems advisable.
